Golf Tournament-Chuck Phelps and Richard Case noted that the work behind the 
scenes is moving forward.  Crest Management will sponsor the lunch, Dave’s 
Market will sponsor the tee & divot package.  We need a breakfast sponsor.  
Richard will update the forms and get them distributed and Bill will get them up on 
the website.    
 
Eastern States Conference-The conference is scheduled for April 9th -12th at the 
Newport Harbor Hotel.  Jack has registered and will pay for those who submitted 
their name to his office with Eastern States.  Do not register direct with Eastern 
States if you already gave you your name to Jack that you would be attending.  You 
will get charged and you will be responsible for the payment.
